Other panel members include Dr Barbara Hardy AO geologist and  supporter of the Nature Foundation of SA, Prof Monica Oliphant scientist and solar expert, Maggie Hine Group Manager of Sustainability at Onkaparinga Council, Joel Dignam student from University of Adelaide who attended Australian Youth Climate Debate at Copenhagen, and a student 16 years  who is a recent ECOtvc winner.
The panel will review the results of the Australian Youth Forum

participation in Australia21's Next Big Question project.

For the show HotLine, students have been asked to submit up to 3 questions they would like to ask, the theme is environment. Questions might be controversial, interesting and insightful, as well as intelligent, related to an idea they may have. Their question may be related to people and society, technology, hopes and concerns, cultural background and the way we live our lives.

It is a chance to voice students questions and hear answers and

comments from both students and experts.
